Mrs. Anna Mensing Passes Away

  Mrs. Anna (Gerken) Mensing, widow of the late George Mensing, entered into rest at the home of her daughter, Mr. And Mrs. Ferd Becker, Saturday, March 16, at 1:30 a.m. at the age of 72 years and 2 days.  Her illness was of short duration, lasting only about a week.  Mrs. Mensing was born in Cloppenberg, Olibgy, Germany, March 14, 1863.  She came to this country at the age of 18 years.  She immediately came to this section and was employed by private families for several years.  In 1884 she was united in marriage with George Mensing in the St. Cecilia church in Bartelso.  To this union were born eight children, two of whom preceded their parents in death, Clemens in infancy and John in 1930.  Besides being a loving mother to her own children she reared five step-children.  For the first years of their married life the couple made their home in Bartelso and Little Prairie.  Then after staying with several of the children they moved here where they resided until the death of her husband in 1932.  Mrs. Mensing then made her home with her son, Henry, in O’Fallon and from there she came to the home of her daughter where she resided until death claimed her.  She is survived by six children: Bernadine, Mrs. Henry Beer, of Bartelso; George of O’Fallon; Fred of Edgemont; Henry of O’Fallon; Elizabeth, Mrs. Ferd Becker, and Ella, Mrs. Henry Becker, both of here; besides her stepchildren: Anna, Mrs. Anna Hollenkamp; Mary, Mrs. Ferd Fauke, and Philip, all of Carlyle; Christine, Mrs. George Fauke of New Baden, and Ben of St. Louis; 48 grandchildren and several great-grandchildren.  There also survive a brother and sister, August and Lisetta Gerken, of Germany.  A requiem high mass was celebrated by Rev. J. Schoen in St. Anthony’s church at nine o’clock Monday morning.  Interment was in St. Anthony’s cemetery.  The pallbearers were the grandsons – Freddy and George Mensing, Richard and Robert Hollenkamp, John Loepker and Alvin Beer. ONE OF OLDEST CITIZENS OF BARTELSO DIES

  Bernard Mensing, one of Bartelso’s oldest citizens and well known residents, passed peacefully away at his home last Sunday at 10:45 o’clock p.m.  His age was 89 years.

  Funeral services were held at the St. Cecilia’s Catholic church in Bartelso Wenesday morning and were largely attended by relatives and friends.  Burial was in the St. Cecelia’s cemetery.

  Mr. Mensing was born in Germany and came to this country as a young man of 20 years, and spent the remaining years of his life in Bartelso and vicinity.  He followed farming and after giving up the same made his home in Bartelso.

  In 1870 he was united in marriage with Miss Helena Maria Burtz.  Her death occurred in 1920.  There survive 7 daughters, a son, 20 grandchildren, 5 great grandchildren, other relatives and many friends.

  Mr. Mensing often related about the early days in Santa Fe bottoms and his stories were very interesting to the younger generation, especially to the children, to whom he was familiarly known as Grandpa.  Even at his advanced age he was active up to a few days before his death.
